It is also reported that a fake WhatsApp group impersonating the Managing Director
of Esvee Capital is also being used with a view to soliciting the public to invest in this

fraudulent scheme.

The public is therefore urged to exercise caution in its dealing with the website,

www.esveecapital.com, and the fake WhatsApp group.
